(this includes was, were, am, and been)

2. “IS” may be used to show Existence. We often use it almost

as a shortcut for the word EXISTS.

Examples: (note that where the subject “is located” or “exists” is
underlined.)

The principal 1s in his office.

My homework was in my locker.

It should have been in my classroom.
